Introduction                                      

 

John 19vs17-42 recounts the death and burial of Jesus, in familiar yet 
distinctively Johannine terms. In particular we are reminded of three key 
things: First, Jesus’ death is clearly the fulfilment of Scripture and thus in 
accordance with God’s plan(John 19vs24,28,36-37); second, Jesus goes to 
the cross as the ‘King of the Jews’ (John 19vs19,21-22); third, by His death 
Jesus accomplishes the work of revelation and redemption which the 
Father sent Him to do (John 19vs30).   

 

Study Questions                                        

These questions help you to see clearly what the text is saying. This is a 
vital first step towards understanding what the text means. The questions 
should be answered from the text itself.  

Read John 19vs17-42. Answer the following questions:  

1. What was the official ‘charge’ on which Jesus was convicted and

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3. In what ways do the events of Jesus’ death fulfil the Scriptures?
