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In this study we focus our attention on Philippians 2vs5-11, the truly 
magnificent hymn about the Lord Jesus Christ and His example of humility 
and service. The passage has been described by one writer as the most 
important section of the letter to the Philippians. Certainly it serves as a 
key element in Paul’s appeal to the Philippians to live lives that are worthy 
of the gospel and that are devoted to gospel partnership. By setting Jesus’ 
own example before them, Paul highlights Jesus’ attitude or mind-set as 
the critical element in living renewed lives. Rather than a self-centred, 
grasping mindset, Jesus’ attitude was that of humble strength, sacrificial 
service and confident trust in the goodness and justice of God. What a 
challenge this is to us and what a blessing this Christ-like attitude would 
be both within the church and the world.
